•  Mason Stakeholders Meeting: Those working to address the opioid crisis in Mason County continue to meet. •  Burning Regulations:  Our Policy mirrors ORCA (Olympic Regional Clean Air Agency).  We can send photos to ORCA if we receive a complaint call.

•  Sexual Harassment:  The NMRFA is currently updating its policy and following through with updated yearly training for all in the Authority.

•  Emergency Generator:  At Station 27 a new generator is being used; generators are on cycles that are tested monthly and serviced annually for the staffed stations.
