Student Firefighter
Position Description

The North Mason Regional Fire Authority is seeking
participants for its volunteer Student Firefighter
Program. The Student Firefighter Program is designed
for individuals aspiring to become a Career Firefighter
or Paramedic. The Fire Authority provides program
participants with on-the-job training and instruction to
help gain the skills and knowledge needed for serving as
a Career Firefighter.

Under direct supervision, program participants will
assist the Fire Authority in all emergency and non-
emergency service activities. Program participants will
become proficient in structural and wildland fire-
fighting, rescue, public education, fire prevention and
emergency medical service activities. Student
Firefighters are assigned to a shift and volunteer along-
side Career Firefighters and Officers. Program
participants are selected on a competitive basis, as the
Fire Authority maintains only 12 positions for Student
Firefighters.

Participants make a minimum two-year commitment
and are provided with training that is comparable to
higher education, attending courses through local
technical colleges. Following completion of the initial
two-year commitment, interested participants may be
eligible for Authority-sponsored Paramedic School. All
expenses for equipment and training are provided by
the Fire Authority. Additionally, participants receive a
monthly stipend to assist with any personal expenses.

Minimum Program
Requirements

e Applicants must be 18 years of age or
older

e High School Diploma or GED

e Hold a valid WA State driver’s license
with an acceptable driving record

e Pass a comprehensive background
check

e Pass a physical examination and a
functional capacity assessment

e Pass a written entrance assessment

e Obtain Basic Life Support (BLS), CPR
and First Aid Certification within the
first three (3) months of acceptance
into the program




e All training and equipment provided by the Authority
e Monthly stipend for cost and travel reimbursement

o WA State Fire Training Academy (or other) IFSAC Firefighter 1
Attendance

e Emergency Medical Technician (EMT-B) training
e Paramedic School Tuition Assistance
e One-on-one training and mentoring with career Firefighters and Officers

e Ability to perform all emergency service activities in an “on-the-job”
setting

About Us

The North Mason Regional Fire Authority
serves Belfair and surrounding
communities in North Mason County.
The Authority covers 132 square miles B
and serves a population of 22,000 resi- &
dents. This population nearly doubles in
the summertime recreation season.

The Authority has transitioned to a 47.6-hour workweek schedule (including 12 debit days) that
utilizes four operating shifts. The Authority employs four Captains, four Lieutenants, and twelve
firefighters. Additionally, eight of our line staff will maintain Paramedic Certifications. Two fire
stations within the Authority are staffed fulltime and a third is staffed during daytime hours. The
Authority moved to a state-of-the-art 19,000 square foot headquarters fire station in May 2021.
The Authority also has several special operations divisions, including an all-terrain vehicle rescue,
hazardous materials response, and wildland fire programs, and responded to over 3,000 incidents
in 2022.

North Mason County

North Mason County is a picturesque community that
surrounds the south end of the Hood Canal. It serves as a
delightful bedroom community for nearby Bremerton and
Tacoma. Surrounded by breathtaking mountains, the area
is heavily forested and dotted with numerous lakes,
providing limitless outdoor recreational opportunities.
North Mason has an award winning school district and
library, and is home to the state’s largest off-road vehicle
park, located in the Tahuya State Forest. Several
infrastructure projects currently underway within the
Authority are driving an unprecedented level of
community growth.
